
Paul realized that prayer is KEY to a Christian’s health and vibrancy.  Prayer unlocks the 
hidden treasures about knowing God and His will.  It plays a crucial part in the disciple’s 
transformation to be Christ-like which is the ultimate goal of discipleship (cf. 2 Cor 3:18). 

1. What are the two defined purposes of Paul in his prayer (vv.9-10)? 

2. In verse 9, what does he mean by “Knowledge of his will”? 

Application: Examine your doctrine. Is your belief the same with what Scripture tells us? If 
today you realize that you are adding to the salvation that the Lord Jesus has accomplished 
for us, confess and live in the truth and assurance that Jesus is enough!

3. What are the marks of a” life worthy of the Lord” (vv.10-12a)?  How does 
     right knowledge lead us to right life?

Application:  Examine your life. Does your life reflect the marks of a robust disciple? What 
can/ should we do to exhibit those marks? 

4. What has God done for the saints in Colossae that enables them to live robust    
     Christian lives  (v.12b)?
