 Sometimes when people think about the

 The idea is that there are people out there 
who have never heard of Christ because of the prox-
imity issue.  These are people who need to be found 
and brought into the fold.  But is this supposed defini-
tion accurate? 
 

Have you ever realized that sometimes the 
ones who need to be found are the very ones who are 
within a poke of your finger?  They are, in a sense, lost 
and desperately need to be found because nobody 
seems to have realized that they need help or that 
they even exist.  It could be the fellow who works in 
the next cubicle, the guy who drove the taxi you hired 
or that frequent church attendee.  They wait quietly 
for anyone who is willing to look their way and show 
them the least bit of attention, the smallest hint of

 My niece Paula was itching to jump into the 
pool but she knew it was too deep for her.  Standing in 
the water, I held out my arms, telling her to jump.  With-
out a hint of hesitation, she did just as I said.  She knew I 
would not let go of her, even if I pretended to loosen my 
grasp every once in a while. 
 
 In the Bible, Jesus constantly brings children into 
the picture and even reminds his disciples to be like 
them.  It all has to do with trust and how this becomes a 
perfect foundation for obedience.  Like any other child, if 
my niece did not trust me, she would not have done 
what I told her to do. 
 
 However, apart from the trust factor, Paula 
jumped into the water because it was something she 
wanted to do.  There was no need to coerce her to do 
anything because she was willing to make that leap. 
 
 If we have the trust of little children, obeying 
God would come without question.  If we love and trust 
God as we say we do, then we would want the same 
thing He wants.  Loving God means aligning our will with

Ephesians 3:14-21 

 
 Among the many kitchens in the Visayas, an     
essential souring ingredient is not the commonly-used 
tamarind in Manila but a small, round fruit called

tuan lends to any Filipino dish which needs that mean 
sour kick. 
 What is interesting is that batuan seedlings 
traditionally have to be grown in pairs.  If only one is 
planted, the chances of it bearing fruit are rather slim 
as these plants are dioecious, meaning the tree is either 
male or female.  Therefore to get a batuan tree to bear 
fruits which would spice up a bowl of sinigang, it should 
have a corresponding pair growing alongside it. 
 
 Similarly, to grow in Christian life, praying for 
one another is essential.  In prayer, we should lift each 
other up and commit each other to Christ, just as Paul 
did.  He prayed for the Ephesians even if he himself was
